


Minutes of the Capay Valley Fire Protection District Commissioners

1. Meeting Called To Order:
The regular meeting of the Capay Valley Fire Protection District Board of Commissioners was opened and called to order at 6:37 PM by Chairperson Judith Redmond. Board Members Present were Caleb Sehnert, and Wyatt Cline and Dawnmarie Eason. Vice Chair Mark Burns was absent. Also present was Fire Chief and District Secretary Jesse Capitanio. 

2. Reading and approval of prior meeting minutes:
A motion was made by Dawnmarie to approve the April 13 meeting minutes, seconded by Caleb, and passed by all present.

3. Correspondence:
Jesse delivered a letter addressed to Wyatt from Yolo County. 

4. Public Comment: 
There was no public comment.

5. Old Business:	

5.1 CVERA Update:
Judith relayed questions from CVERA – Is next year the 100th Anniversary of CVFPD and if so, is there a plan for a celebration? Ideas were discussed regarding a possible joint celebration with the Guinda Grange who are also celebrating their 100th. Wyatt and Caleb to form a subcommittee. This item will be agendized.

CVERA also reinforced that replacing the ATV with another identical ATV is not a necessity for their defensible space work and that if a piece of equipment better serves the department’s rescue needs, it would work for their defensible space projects as well.

Jesse recently checked on available Grant reimbursements for CVERA and they are as follows. Approximately $14,000 available for supplies; approximately $25,000 available for outside hires, approximately $3,500 available for outreach.

5.2 Project Updates

5.2.1 Station 22: 
Progress continues as time and priorities allow.

5.2.2 Station 21:
Jesse met with Lindsie Bear who is the Doyuti grant manager. He explained the proposal in more detail which will be relayed to the Doyuti T’uhkhama board. Decisions on grant funding may be finalized as soon as late May. Additionally, Lindsie will try to schedule a meeting between Jesse and the Tribal Council.

5.3 Engine 23 Surplus:
No update.

5.4 FY 27 Budget:
Jesse presented budget options to the board for possible grant funded projects to be completed in FY 27. The Board would like to budget for the Station 21 rebuild, the Station 23 security upgrades, and an HVAC system for Station 22 regardless of whether grant funding is received or not. The Board would also like interest income included in the FY 27 budget.


5.5 Tire Dump 
Jesse attended a stakeholders meeting regarding this issue which included several watershed and conservation organizations as well as County officials. Next steps include the property owner submitting a plan and timeline to Yolo County, and the property owner is expected to perform cleanup work in the creek in the immediate area.

6.1 None

7. Chief’s Report: 
Flood and Crowe are stocking the new BME, the fleet has been re-numbered in preparation for the BME going in service.
We will be submitting a grant application to Cal Fire for additional PPE – many of our turnout sets were purchased in bulk in 2017 and will all expire at the same time next year.
Jesse suggested a town hall meeting to invite the community to ask questions and learn about our progress since passing the 218 assessment.

10. Review Budget and Approve Payment of Bills:
The Board reviewed a current budget vs. actuals report and reviewed the May claims. Caleb made a motion to approve the claims which was seconded by Wyatt and passed by all present.
