


Minutes of the Capay Valley Fire Protection District Commissioners

1. Meeting Called To Order:
The regular meeting of the Capay Valley Fire Protection District Board of Commissioners was opened and called to order at 6:33 PM by Chairperson Judith Redmond. Board Members Present were Vice Chair Mark Burns, Caleb Sehnert, and Wyatt Cline. Dawnmarie Eason was absent. Also present was Fire Chief and District Secretary Jesse Capitanio. 

2. Reading and approval of prior meeting minutes:
A motion was made by Mark to approve the March 9 meeting minutes, seconded by Wyatt, and passed by all present.

3. Correspondence:
Jesse delivered a letter addressed to Caleb from Yolo County. Jesse also updated the Board on letters sent to property owners along the grant line road requesting participation in the project, and a letter of support given to Woodland Fire for their Doyuti grant request.

4. Public Comment: 
There was no public comment.

5. Old Business:
	
5.1 Joint Operations Update:
There were no JOA updates. This item will be removed from future agendas and updates will be made during the chief’s report.

5.2 CVERA Update:
CVERA are moving forward with CERT training. CERT designation would open opportunities for more formalized training as well as potential grant funding opportunities through FEMA. Jesse would like to schedule more joint training with them and the firefighters.

5.3 Project Updates

5.3.1 Station 22: 
Trim is installed in the hallway, and we will be returning to work on the room. We are eager to get the gym put back together.

5.3.2 Station 21:
Grant submittal to Yocha Dehe Doyuti T’uhkama fund has been finalized And Jesse has a meeting with their director next week to discuss the project.

5.4 Engine 23 Surplus:
The board considered a proposal for a sealed bid auction. The minimum bid amount would be set by the Board and all bids would be opened at a public meeting with the highest bid accepted. Caleb made a motion to offer Engine 23 in a sealed bid auction with minimum bidding at $5,000.00, which was seconded by Mark and approved unanimously.

5.5 FY 27 Budget:
Jesse asked for guidance on budget development for projects which are linked to grant applications. The Board requested a proposed budget with major projects or equipment expenses broken out for discussion at next month’s meeting.

5.6 Tire Dump – Environmental Hazard:
The Board reviewed and approved a letter to Supervisors Barajas and Allen requesting updates on mitigation plans and progress for the site.

6. New Business
6.1 Digitize minutes, request from County Archives
The Board authorized Jesse to proceed with digitizing the District meeting minutes records dating back to our formation, and to give the County Archives copies to make publicly available.

Roadwork has begun on County Road 40

Jesse met with Christine Crawford of Yolo LAFCO regarding the civil Grand Jury report on the Esparto explosion

Jesse attended an annual Prescribed Burn Association safety training as a guest speaker

Jesse is participating in a Yolo County Fire Safe Council group which is developing an ignition resistant seed mix for roadside planting. This is an extension of an existing pilot program in Southern California, and he believes that it would be a useful fire prevention tool for the Capay Valley.
